Every song 
title, it’s pitch and notations on what kind of a job title, it’s pitch and notations on what kind of a job 
we did.  There was a method to his madness.  It was we did.  There was a method to his madness.  It was 
to track our musical progress and to be sure that to track our musical progress and to be sure that 
when we had repeat performances year after year at when we had repeat performances year after year at 
our venues, we would not do the same show again our venues, we would not do the same show again 
so that we would always sound fresh to our audi-so that we would always sound fresh to our audi-
ence.  His purpose too was to constantly raise our ence.  His purpose too was to constantly raise our 
performance bar from the prior year and to always performance bar from the prior year and to always 
challenge us.challenge us.  
  

The lower level in Don and Jane’s wonderful home The lower level in Don and Jane’s wonderful home 
is packed with 60 plus years of memorabilia, from is packed with 60 plus years of memorabilia, from 
his Antique Barber Chair and Barber Pole to walls his Antique Barber Chair and Barber Pole to walls 
covered with photos of prior quartets, choruses and covered with photos of prior quartets, choruses and 
performances.performances.

A conversation with Don Campbell at his home. A conversation with Don Campbell at his home.

  Writer’s note: This is much condensed as Writer’s note: This is much condensed as 
Don has a very interesting story as per-Don has a very interesting story as per-
haps we all do. The full version is found haps we all do. The full version is found 
in the email sent by Dick Kury. Don has a in the email sent by Dick Kury. Don has a 
very comfortable personal of-very comfortable personal of-
fice/recording studio/ den filled with fice/recording studio/ den filled with 
memorabilia of his favorite pastimes memorabilia of his favorite pastimes ––  
boating and barbershop. He does have a boating and barbershop. He does have a 
vintage barbershop chair and a rotating vintage barbershop chair and a rotating 
electric barber’s pole. But today he was electric barber’s pole. But today he was 

not giving anyone a shave. Also noted were the four micro-not giving anyone a shave. Also noted were the four micro-
phones for practicing with his quartet. Since this conversa-phones for practicing with his quartet. Since this conversa-
tion, the Suburban chapter has managed to find a new direc-tion, the Suburban chapter has managed to find a new direc-
tor, as Don has announced his retirement from directing last tor, as Don has announced his retirement from directing last 
April. April.   
  
  Q/how did you meet Jane?Q/how did you meet Jane?  
  
  “I met Jane when I was 12 years old and she was 11, and “I met Jane when I was 12 years old and she was 11, and 
she couldn’t understand who this smartshe couldn’t understand who this smart--mouthed kid was, mouthed kid was, 
and then when she was 14 and I was 15 she lived down the and then when she was 14 and I was 15 she lived down the 
street from the church I went to. I started going with her street from the church I went to. I started going with her 
when I was just turning 16 and we married when she was 18 when I was just turning 16 and we married when she was 18 
and I was 19. We have been married 57 years, and I was 19. We have been married 57 years, --I actually I actually 
was born married! She’s put up with a lot”was born married! She’s put up with a lot”  
  
  Q/how about music in your family besides yourself?Q/how about music in your family besides yourself?  
  
  Jane is not musical, but she is a great dancer, taught me the Jane is not musical, but she is a great dancer, taught me the 
moves! My kids are quite musically inclined. My older boy, moves! My kids are quite musically inclined. My older boy, 
Michael, now 55, had a scholarship offered to him in voice Michael, now 55, had a scholarship offered to him in voice 
which he turned down as well as one in gymnastics. He which he turned down as well as one in gymnastics. He 
plays six different instruments now, however.  My younger plays six different instruments now, however.  My younger 
son Craig, now 50, went to California to make his fortune son Craig, now 50, went to California to make his fortune 
and is a success working in music lighting and sound. You and is a success working in music lighting and sound. You 
can give him a movie and set the lighting the way you want can give him a movie and set the lighting the way you want 
and he can program it into a computer with 1000+ channel and he can program it into a computer with 1000+ channel 
board  that he has built setting up the lighting for the whole board  that he has built setting up the lighting for the whole 
movie.  My third child is Rebecca, 45 years old, lives here in movie.  My third child is Rebecca, 45 years old, lives here in 
Arnold MO. Becky is a hair stylist. Her husband Joe has a Arnold MO. Becky is a hair stylist. Her husband Joe has a 
General Contracting business. General Contracting business.   
  
  Q/tell us how you got into barbershop?Q/tell us how you got into barbershop?  
  
  When I was 14 years old I was in a mixed quartet. We use When I was 14 years old I was in a mixed quartet. We use 
to sing on the Sunday night radio programs that the pastor to sing on the Sunday night radio programs that the pastor 
had. Then when I was 16 years old, a guy who sat in front of had. Then when I was 16 years old, a guy who sat in front of 
me in the history class turned round and asked if I could sing me in the history class turned round and asked if I could sing 
barbershop. Milt Berghoefer started a quartet in my last two barbershop. Milt Berghoefer started a quartet in my last two 
years in high school.   After my time in the Service I was years in high school.   After my time in the Service I was 
watching a St. Louis #1 show down at Kiel auditorium when watching a St. Louis #1 show down at Kiel auditorium when 
once again I met Milt. He says how about reonce again I met Milt. He says how about re--forming a quar-forming a quar-
tet, so we did. We went to St. Louis #1 and they weren’t tet, so we did. We went to St. Louis #1 and they weren’t 
very friendly. We went to Suburban chapter and Walter Port-very friendly. We went to Suburban chapter and Walter Port-
man grabbed me by the hand and sat me down and I became man grabbed me by the hand and sat me down and I became 
a Suburban member in 1964.a Suburban member in 1964.  
  
  Q/tell us about all the quartets you have been in?Q/tell us about all the quartets you have been in?  
  
  Sure: a mixed quartet in High School; being with Milt Berg-Sure: a mixed quartet in High School; being with Milt Berg-
hoefer in High School was the second one; then the St. Louis hoefer in High School was the second one; then the St. Louis 
Blues quartet; an unnamed group with George Ivanac, Blues quartet; an unnamed group with George Ivanac, 
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Lonny Lohman and Dick Kury, kind of a modern group; Lonny Lohman and Dick Kury, kind of a modern group; 
the Sound Federation; The Men of Accord; the Counter-the Sound Federation; The Men of Accord; the Counter-
points, which had 5 different personnel changes. Charlie points, which had 5 different personnel changes. Charlie 
Peak, Kellerman and I were the three members who Peak, Kellerman and I were the three members who 
stayed in that quartet through those changes. After that stayed in that quartet through those changes. After that 
there was the Four of a Kind and the Music Committee there was the Four of a Kind and the Music Committee 
(which I still call Four of a Kind(which I still call Four of a Kind--we were all one kind). we were all one kind). 
Finally there is Nostalgia the group I am in now.Finally there is Nostalgia the group I am in now.  
  
  Q/without seeming to blow smoke up your nose, how Q/without seeming to blow smoke up your nose, how 
did you get to hear all those separate parts and harmo-did you get to hear all those separate parts and harmo-
nies?nies?  
  
  When I was 11 or 12 years old, my uncle came over and When I was 11 or 12 years old, my uncle came over and 
said “I am going to teach you the Missouri waltz.  Then said “I am going to teach you the Missouri waltz.  Then 
he said there are two keys, a root, and a fifth and a third, he said there are two keys, a root, and a fifth and a third, 
and then he taught me to play that in the B flat, E flat and then he taught me to play that in the B flat, E flat 
and F chords, and that stuck to me, to where I began to and F chords, and that stuck to me, to where I began to 
hear music in the root, third, fifth, and seventh chords, hear music in the root, third, fifth, and seventh chords, 
no matter what key it was in.  Then I began to hear dif-no matter what key it was in.  Then I began to hear dif-
ferent parts through the whole 1 to 8ferent parts through the whole 1 to 8   scale.scale.  
  
  Q/coming back to music, tell us about competitions and Q/coming back to music, tell us about competitions and 
so on?so on?  
  
  My first competition was with the St. Louis Blues in My first competition was with the St. Louis Blues in 
1965. We were scared stiff, but we went onstage and did 1965. We were scared stiff, but we went onstage and did 
our two numbers and all we could say afterwards was our two numbers and all we could say afterwards was 
“we did it, we did it.” We finished 15“we did it, we did it.” We finished 15thth out of 25 groups.  out of 25 groups. 
We thought the stage presence judge would think the We thought the stage presence judge would think the 
wiggling of the lead’s pants was stage presence but it wiggling of the lead’s pants was stage presence but it 
wasn’t wasn’t ––it was sheer fright, his knees were shaking!it was sheer fright, his knees were shaking!  
  
    Q/looking around at all the trophies on your all……..?Q/looking around at all the trophies on your all……..?  
  
  That’s just about all my barbershop trophies.  I used to That’s just about all my barbershop trophies.  I used to 
have my boating trophies on the wall too, but I have put have my boating trophies on the wall too, but I have put 
them all away now.  (Don showed me his ½ inch to 1 them all away now.  (Don showed me his ½ inch to 1 
foot scale model of his 38 ft houseboat sleeping six, foot scale model of his 38 ft houseboat sleeping six, 
which he enjoyed down at the Lake of the Ozarks for which he enjoyed down at the Lake of the Ozarks for 
many years but which he no longer uses.)many years but which he no longer uses.)  
  
  Q/back to music, how long have you been our music Q/back to music, how long have you been our music 
leader?leader?  
  
   On and off since 1985/87, and full time since Novem- On and off since 1985/87, and full time since Novem-
ber 01, when Charlie Kellerman became ill and passed ber 01, when Charlie Kellerman became ill and passed 
away.away.  
  
  Q/what is your belief on the right way to be directing Q/what is your belief on the right way to be directing 
music?music?  
  
   Communication! Understanding what the music is try- Communication! Understanding what the music is try-
ing to say, and getting it properly communicated both by ing to say, and getting it properly communicated both by 
word and note, and the most important thing is getting word and note, and the most important thing is getting 
the musical story told and getting a response from your the musical story told and getting a response from your 
audience. audience.   Q/any particular kind of barbershop music Q/any particular kind of barbershop music 
you prefer?you prefer?  
  
   Not really, I like comedy, but I prefer the good tradi- Not really, I like comedy, but I prefer the good tradi-
tional square barbershop music; uptunes and ballads. tional square barbershop music; uptunes and ballads. 
The music now where you’ve got a tag on a tag on a tag, The music now where you’ve got a tag on a tag on a tag, 
or where they’ve adjusted a song to where it doesn’t or where they’ve adjusted a song to where it doesn’t 
even sound the way I think it really does sound, I think it even sound the way I think it really does sound, I think it 
is too experimental and has gone too far.  is too experimental and has gone too far.    



Yes it has evolved to a younger style of singing, but years Yes it has evolved to a younger style of singing, but years 
ago in the ‘70’s it was a younger style then.  Only 30 ago in the ‘70’s it was a younger style then.  Only 30 --40 40 
years old.  Seventh chords are the thing for me. Seventh years old.  Seventh chords are the thing for me. Seventh 
chords and overtones and undertones chords and overtones and undertones –– I get the most fun  I get the most fun 
out of producing the most sound out of a four part chord. out of producing the most sound out of a four part chord.   
  
  Q/what do you like to see in the quality of a new director?Q/what do you like to see in the quality of a new director?  
  
   Well you won’t get anything done if you have a person  Well you won’t get anything done if you have a person 
who tries to please everyone. You saw me get on some who tries to please everyone. You saw me get on some 
folks at the rehearsal last night. They are getting a real les-folks at the rehearsal last night. They are getting a real les-
son on what it takes to prepare a song properly. Some are son on what it takes to prepare a song properly. Some are 
not adaptable to that kind of work needed to produce the not adaptable to that kind of work needed to produce the 
right kind of product. right kind of product.   
  
  Q/some guys are not capable of singing the same thing Q/some guys are not capable of singing the same thing 
twice the same way?twice the same way?  
  
  That’s true. That problem exists in our chorus.  That’s true. That problem exists in our chorus.  
  
  Q/do you like writing barbershop songs?Q/do you like writing barbershop songs?  
  
   Not necessarily writing, I like adapting material. I love to  Not necessarily writing, I like adapting material. I love to 
adapt poems to songs, and take some songs that I feel that, adapt poems to songs, and take some songs that I feel that, 
if we do a slight modification, the audience would get a dif-if we do a slight modification, the audience would get a dif-
ferent reaction to it.ferent reaction to it.  
  
  Q/when you do an adaptation like that, is it all up there in Q/when you do an adaptation like that, is it all up there in 
your mind?your mind?  
  
   Yes! I can play four parts but I also hear multiple parts. I  Yes! I can play four parts but I also hear multiple parts. I 
go by the interval system, 1, 3, 5 7 chord systems, and I first go by the interval system, 1, 3, 5 7 chord systems, and I first 
have a part locked in my mind and I take another part and have a part locked in my mind and I take another part and 
sing against that part and this is all in my mind to the num-sing against that part and this is all in my mind to the num-
bering system. So when I take a key, Doh becomes a key bering system. So when I take a key, Doh becomes a key 
signature and we take off from there and adapt the different signature and we take off from there and adapt the different 
harmonies to the movement of the words you might say.harmonies to the movement of the words you might say.  
  
  Q/you are not into tags then?Q/you are not into tags then?  
  
   No, tags are teasers, they’re wonderful, they’re fun, but  No, tags are teasers, they’re wonderful, they’re fun, but 
tags are over too soon.  Some I have sung and I know the tags are over too soon.  Some I have sung and I know the 
songs too and others I wish I knew the song to because this songs too and others I wish I knew the song to because this 
is too pretty or too short; it’s the end of something or the is too pretty or too short; it’s the end of something or the 
beginning of something; what’s it like in the middle? That beginning of something; what’s it like in the middle? That 
makes me question what the whole song is about. makes me question what the whole song is about.   
  
  Q/what do you think of the change in director?Q/what do you think of the change in director?  
  
   I think it is a change for the good. The reason is, like,  I think it is a change for the good. The reason is, like, 
some of the guys I am closest to, are some that are not im-some of the guys I am closest to, are some that are not im-
proving in the chorus, and I can’t bring myself to say you proving in the chorus, and I can’t bring myself to say you 
are out, you are in, you cannot do this any more; I am to are out, you are in, you cannot do this any more; I am to 
that point that I don’t want to make any decisions like that that point that I don’t want to make any decisions like that 
any more or hurt any feelings any more or hurt any feelings –– I am too close to the chorus.  I am too close to the chorus. 
With this new direction, and if our new director has a direc-With this new direction, and if our new director has a direc-
tion that the majority of the chorus can follow, we are bond tion that the majority of the chorus can follow, we are bond 
to lose some people, but we are also bound to gain some to lose some people, but we are also bound to gain some 
people, and that will extend the life of Suburban chorus. I people, and that will extend the life of Suburban chorus. I 
am not the person I was when I was twenty and we all am not the person I was when I was twenty and we all 
change over the years; this applies to your life and your change over the years; this applies to your life and your 
chorus chorus –– all around. all around.  
  
  Q/how are you doing with Nostalgia?Q/how are you doing with Nostalgia?  
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   Very good. I am extremely pleased. We did a gig last  Very good. I am extremely pleased. We did a gig last 
Thursday and our new bass perfectly matched with the lead Thursday and our new bass perfectly matched with the lead 
and we have a bright healthy sound.  Above all, we and our and we have a bright healthy sound.  Above all, we and our 
wives got along very well. We have learned 10 to 12 songs wives got along very well. We have learned 10 to 12 songs 
in the last two months. To make it easy we have taken a in the last two months. To make it easy we have taken a 
few songs that maybe two or three know already and we few songs that maybe two or three know already and we 
plug the fourth part in. The idea is to produce 2 to 3 pro-plug the fourth part in. The idea is to produce 2 to 3 pro-
grams of 8 songs each, so a repertoire of 24 songs is plenty grams of 8 songs each, so a repertoire of 24 songs is plenty 
for anyone to have. for anyone to have.   
  
Q/what do you think of Nostalgia singing for the CB & C?Q/what do you think of Nostalgia singing for the CB & C?  
  
  We would welcome that opportunity, and if asked, will be We would welcome that opportunity, and if asked, will be 
prepared.prepared.  
  
  Q/but you wouldn’t turn it down if offered?Q/but you wouldn’t turn it down if offered?  
  
   No!  No!   
  
  Q/will you stay in Suburban?Q/will you stay in Suburban?  
  
  Yes I will stay a member of Suburban Chapter; of course I Yes I will stay a member of Suburban Chapter; of course I 
will be dividing some of my time with No 1 Chapter, be-will be dividing some of my time with No 1 Chapter, be-
cause the three members of my quartet are from there. I’ll cause the three members of my quartet are from there. I’ll 
be supporting their functions as well as ours.   But I’ll al-be supporting their functions as well as ours.   But I’ll al-
ways be a member of Suburban.ways be a member of Suburban.  
  
  Q/ what part are you going to sing?Q/ what part are you going to sing?  
  
  I don’t know. Maybe tenor!! (Laughter). Unless you have I don’t know. Maybe tenor!! (Laughter). Unless you have 
to get above an A flat ... maybe I’ll keep that a secret!to get above an A flat ... maybe I’ll keep that a secret!  
  
  Q/ Anything you want to say in finishing here? Q/ Anything you want to say in finishing here?   
  
   I am very excited about the future. I am about to get a  I am very excited about the future. I am about to get a 
double whammy from my barbershop experiences by doing double whammy from my barbershop experiences by doing 
quarteting which I dearly love, and to perform with the quarteting which I dearly love, and to perform with the 
quartet and still maintain the singing with the Suburban and quartet and still maintain the singing with the Suburban and 
St. Louis #1 Chapters. I am looking forward to singing in a St. Louis #1 Chapters. I am looking forward to singing in a 
specific part section where I just sing with the chorus and specific part section where I just sing with the chorus and 
not direct. not direct.   
I have told #1 no kind of directorship at all for me. I am I have told #1 no kind of directorship at all for me. I am 
going there as a singing member only. going there as a singing member only.   
  
   It’s been a great ride so far, and I am looking forward to  It’s been a great ride so far, and I am looking forward to 
more quartet and chorus singing and performances. more quartet and chorus singing and performances.

Riser EtiquetteRiser Etiquette  

  
In agreeing to and practicing what follows, we as Gentle-In agreeing to and practicing what follows, we as Gentle-
men of Sound commit to treating our rehearsals as if they men of Sound commit to treating our rehearsals as if they 
were performances, so that we practice what we most want were performances, so that we practice what we most want 
to execute on stage.to execute on stage.  
  
WaitWait: If you arrive late, or : If you arrive late, or have to step out for a momenthave to step out for a moment  
and are returning, simply stand on the side and wait until and are returning, simply stand on the side and wait until 
invited by the Director to take your place.invited by the Director to take your place.  
  
No Crossing: Under no circumstances should we ever cross No Crossing: Under no circumstances should we ever cross 
in front of the Director during rehearsals.  in front of the Director during rehearsals.   If crossing to the  If crossing to the 
far side, walk behind him instead, or circle behind the cho-far side, walk behind him instead, or circle behind the cho-
rusrus..  
  
Have Fun Have Fun –– by enjoying the great stuff the Director has to  by enjoying the great stuff the Director has to 
offer. Save your fun with your neighbor until after the offer. Save your fun with your neighbor until after the 
rehearsal or during break. rehearsal or during break. (Exception (Exception ––  see Ten Second see Ten Second 
Rule)Rule)  
  
Ten Second Rule: If the Director has not addressed the Ten Second Rule: If the Director has not addressed the 
chorus within ten seconds, then you can talk quietly with chorus within ten seconds, then you can talk quietly with 
your riser neighbor until the director resumes. Keep your your riser neighbor until the director resumes. Keep your 
eye on the director so you know when he has resumed, and eye on the director so you know when he has resumed, and 
then then immediately immediately give him your complete attention.give him your complete attention.  
  
Listen, Don’t Fix: Often when there’s a pause, chorus Listen, Don’t Fix: Often when there’s a pause, chorus 
members try to correct their own mistakes or those of their members try to correct their own mistakes or those of their 
neighbors. Although this may seem important, RESIST. neighbors. Although this may seem important, RESIST. 
You will miss important comments from the Director that You will miss important comments from the Director that 
affect everyone in the chorus. Bear in mind that the Director affect everyone in the chorus. Bear in mind that the Director 
fixes all the problems eventually.fixes all the problems eventually.  
  
Listen, Don’t Sing: When the Director is demonstrating how Listen, Don’t Sing: When the Director is demonstrating how 
to sing a particular passage, do not sing with him. He’s to sing a particular passage, do not sing with him. He’s 
usually doing that to demonstrate microusually doing that to demonstrate micro--differences in pitch, differences in pitch, 
nuances of vocal quality, or in some cases, notes or words. nuances of vocal quality, or in some cases, notes or words. 
If you sing with him, you keep yourself and everyone else If you sing with him, you keep yourself and everyone else 
from hearing him, and instead, you become the example. from hearing him, and instead, you become the example. 
That keeps us all from learning from the expert.That keeps us all from learning from the expert.
