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A conversation across the kitchen table in 
Howard Burn’s Ballwin home. 
 
 As I rang the doorbell I spied little reminders on the door to keep 
the environment green.  
 
 Q/ Howard, first of all, what can you tell us about your stroke 
and the progress you have made since?  
 
 “It’s funny you should ask, as it happened exactly two years ago 
this month, June 2007.  As to where I am now?  I am doing quite 
well with it, but  my neurologist told me not to get my hopes up 
too high but to just keep working on it the best I can.  It was 
bleeding in the brain, and that part of the brain is damaged and it 
will never be back like it was.   
 
 Q/ You spent a lot of time in the hospital didn’t you?  
 
 “Oh yes, a lot of time, and I found out I had a heart murmur that 
I didn’t know I had until the stroke.  I found out it was a bad aor-
tic heart valve, so I had to have that done as well. They gave me 
the choice of a pig valve or a mechanical valve. I chose the pig 
valve to avoid having to take the Cumedin all the time. (oink, 
oink). Then I did therapy at the hospital after I finally came out in 
September 2007. Now I see my regular doctor 3 times a year and 
my heart doctor 3 times a year. I keep them in good financial 
shape! I also found out at the same time I have tinnitus (ringing 
in the ears) so I see that doctor a couple of times a year”  
 
 Q/ Well the tinnitus doesn’t seem to get in the way of your sing-
ing. Will you tell us all about your family? 
 
  “I am 75 and Peggy is 80 and we have been married 54 years on 
August 31. We have three children, Margaret is the oldest, and 
we have a son, William, and another daughter Patricia.  We have 
ten grandchildren, three from Margaret, and seven from William. 
The oldest granddaughter just got married last year. William lives 
in a little town called Luck, near St. Croix, Wisconsin and he has 
seven children. We like to drive up to visit him yearly and will be 
going up there in August for our anniversary.  My eldest Marga-
ret live in Florissant  and has a son, Jim, in the Special Forces – 
so we never know what he is up to – it is all hush-hush. My 
youngest daughter, Pat never married.”   
 
 Q/ What did you do for a living? 
 
 “I was a tool maker with Boeing in Wichita, but it was feast or 
famine. When the work dried up you had to find something else 
to do. It got to be a pain, and McDonnell in St Louis was hiring, 
and they offered me a job and promised it would be more reliable 
– no layoffs. So in 1963 I went to work for them, and it was true, 
I was not laid off until 1973! Finally I went to work for Chrysler, 
and I loved it, and was with them until my retirement in 1997”.  
 
 Q/ OK, let’s talk about music – I hear you have a great reputa-
tion for singing? 
 
 “I was born into music.  My folks were in Vaudeville way back 
when. They were in a troupe that traveled around, played the gui-
tar fairly well, did skits and things. I had an older sister that has 
passed away and there is a younger sister and brother. He lives in 
South Carolina and was athletic director at the Firman University 
there . The older sister was an excellent pianist, and wanted me to 
learn it, but I wanted to play the trumpet. My mom taught piano.    
When we kids came along, they quit.  My dad was a meat cutter, 
as was my grandfather who was an immigrant from Glasgow, 
Scotland and he had a meat market.  He used to go into Wichita 
from Burton, a distance of about 60 miles, sell his meat for cash 
and then come home with all that cash. One day he did not make 
it home, and we reckon he was waylaid and killed for the money.  

 
 Q/ Did you do any poetry like Robbie Burns did?  
 
 “No, my dad was a poet and a writer, but we have never traced 
our ancestry. I am looking forward to going there one day.  
Some of the other members have done some research.” 
 
 Q/ Obviously you have this great love of music, so tell us 
about that in detail if you can? 
 
 “From the time I was in grade school I always sang in church 
groups and when they had things in school I was in all the cho-
ruses, glee clubs, and played trumpet in the band. And also, 
because it was a small town with one main street and two side 
streets, if you wanted to be in something you could be in it. I 
did all the sports and theatrical plays as well. It was wonderful. 
In my freshman year in high school there was a barbershop 
quartet in town who sang at special programs.  My pals got 
interested in that and we sang for about 2 years in high school. 
I also sang solos in church and there I formed a mixed quartet 
that sang gospel songs in our Baptist church” 
 
 At this point Howard showed me a scrapbook with many cut-
outs from newspapers. 
 
 “We had a quartet called the Golden Stairs Quartet and we 
entered a gospel competition in Memphis, in 1960. We won in 
the category of best young quartet. Elvis Presley was there and 
he took us to Graceland for a visit for a couple of hours. He 
was very nice and did not mind that we had used some of his 
songs like “Walking through Those Golden Stairs” and “Stand 
By Me” in a record album which our quartet had made and 
issued.”  
 
 “After that we were headliners at the gigs, and Hap Peebles, 
who was a promoter in Wichita, said he wanted us to quit our 
jobs and go professional as he had a tour all lined up for us. 
This was great for the other three, but by that time I already 
had two kids, and could not quit my job. I had however, trav-
eled with my group to several towns spread from Texas to 
North Carolina. You cannot depend on singing for a living. I 
was still working at Boeing at that time. So I gave that up but I 
formed a quartet at my present church which is Valley Park 
Methodist. I sing whatever part I can in that group, whether it 
is lead or tenor.”

 In subsequent years, the Alton chapter sponsored the 
Florissant, Mo., chapter, which in turn sponsored the 
St. Charles, Mo., chapter - the Ambassadors of Har-
mony, a gold medal-winning society. 
"It's a great hobby," Schuneman said. "People come 
for the music and stay for the friends. We bond to-
gether through our love of this unique harmony." 
One of the best memories for Worley and Schuneman 
is the quartet's recent appearance in a production of 
"The Music Man" at Marquette Catholic High School 
in Alton. 
"At the end of the production, we thanked Sue 
(Mueller of Marquette) for letting us be 17 again," 
Schuneman said. "We then thanked the kids for not 
noticing we had lines." 
Schuneman, who grew up singing gospel music, said 
he likes songs that are a mixture of barbershop, patri-
otic and gospel. 
“Younger people don't relate easily to the traditional 
barbershop style emblematic of the Alton chapter, and 
many think it's corny,” Schuneman said. 
"More competitive groups are attracting younger sing-
ers with the medals that they have won and by chang-
ing modern songs to incorporate barbershop harmo-
nies," he said. 
"When I sing with the Ambassadors of Harmony, the 
coach says that he wants to have 'POW' moments," 
Schuneman said. "The focus of the Alton chapter was 
more on local service, camaraderie and fun." 
Despite this change in tastes, the Alton Four typically 
performed several times a month in convalescent 
homes and maintained a busy schedule up until the 
recent death of member Carl Porter. 
"We closed the chapter because we only had three 
members after Carl (Porter) died," Worley said. 
"We had been discussing disbanding the chorus when 
Dan went into the hospital," Schuneman said. "When 
you only have one of a particular voice part, you know 
you're in trouble." 
To bid the Alton chapter an appropriate adieu, 30 
members from the Florissant, Belleville and St. 
Charles chapters surprised Worley, Schuneman and 
the other remaining member, George Huff, with a 
"Bon Voyage" party. 
The barbershoppers sang all night, and the group 
ended by singing the same song they traditionally per-
formed to finish all of their concerts, "God Bless 
America." 
"This was a wonderful way to wrap it up," Schuneman 
said.

Tradition has lost it’s cutting edgeTradition has lost it’s cutting edge

ALTONALTON - A year after the end of World War II, 
57 men attended an organizational meeting for the 
Alton chapter of the Barbershop Harmony Society, 
becoming the first such chartered group in Illinois. 
Approximately half the men who came to the Strat-
ford Hotel in Downtown Alton that night signed up to 
become charter members. 
In recent times, however, membership has dramati-
cally dwindled to just a handful of singers in the 
group fondly known through the years as the Alton 
Barbershoppers. 
"With declining enrollment, advancing age and de-
clining health, we didn't have enough critical mass to 
keep on going," said member Chris Schueneman. 
Only one of the men who attended the original meet-
ing in 1946, Duward Worley of Godfrey, was still 
around to participate recently in the chapter's volun-
tary decision to disband after 62 years. 
Along with lead Worley, the four final members of 
the Alton Four Quartet were tenor Chris Schuneman, 
baritone Dan Tomkinson, who was recently hospital-
ized, and bass Carl Porter, who recently passed away. 
At his original audition, Worley sang with three other 
men, using music. Barbershop music, however, typi-
cally is sung from memory and without instrumental 
accompaniment. 
"I couldn't do it then," Worley said. "I didn't go back 
until I retired (from Shell Oil) in 1985, and then I 
helped close the chapter. It was kind of a hard deci-
sion, and it's sad." 
Singing has long been a part of Worley's life. For 
many years before becoming a barbershopper, he 
sang in choirs and at weddings, including his own. 
Worley sang to his bride, who cried at the beauty of 
the moment. The couple has been married for 60 
years. 
At that time, Worley didn't realize that serenading 
someday would become a regular part of his life as a 
barbershop quartet member. 
Valentine's Day traditionally was a busy holiday for 
the choir and the various quartets. 
"We would take flowers and chocolates and go sing 
for loved ones anywhere someone wanted us to go," 
Worley said. "It was fun." 
Schuneman is a more recent member of the Alton 
Four, recruited by Worley about six years ago. 
"This is the best - to be able to sing with three other 
guys you like," Schuneman said. "I wish I had started 
years ago." 
Schuneman said that he has only recently learned the 
significance of the Alton chapter's designation as 
E001, signifying that it was Illinois' inaugural chap-
ter.
