You may ask, WHY do so many people do so much 

and devote so many hours to do this?  Well, the 

simple answer is, “St. Joseph’s Institute for the 

deaf,” “The St. Louis Carols Assn.,” “Friends of 

Kids With Cancer," and “Pony Bird.”  

The Gentlemen of Sound is one of the busiest 

groups of barbershoppers in the Barbershop Har-

mony Society considering our average age is 69. 

We have a membership of about 50 guys who love 

to entertain and love helping spread harmony to 

many of St. Louis’ retirement communities  who 

ask us back, time after time.  The truth is we are 

booked through the entire year of 2010 and most of 

these bookings are repeats. 

 

We have a couple of dedicated directors, a terrific 

board of directors and members at large who give 

even more by attending and contributing to each 

and every month’s board meetings.  (Although the 
secret just might be that the best Pizza place in town is 
just a few blocks from where they meet.) “Serra’s” 
 
Knowing that the poor economy has dealt charitable 

groups like the ones we donate to a terrible blow, we 

will continue to do our part and keep their economy on 

track.  We love doing it and I think that is why even 

though our average age is 69, you’d think we were 

50’ish. 
 

Thank you to a great bunch of guys who love each other 

and the wonderful organization they belong to. 

 

DickDickDickDick    
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 It has nothing to do with being lucky. There is 
no magic "Harmonic Convergence" that will allow a 
group to suddenly do everything right at the same time. 
An "A" level performance does not happen by acci-
dent. It is said, "Practice makes perfect." This is not 
true. Practice makes permanent! Only perfect practice 
makes perfect In the military we learn, '"You will fight 
like you train." In the heat of battle, or in the glare of 
footlights, there is no time for analysis, no time to con-
sciously think about doing the basics correctly. You fat 
back on what you know. You're in automatic.                           
 This is why, when we spend time on the basics 
and on proper vocal production, we are expected to 
"press save" and remember them. The next step is tak-
ing the specific (that basic technique we just learned) 
and applying IT in general (that vocalize technique 
works in similar situations in every song we sing). This 
is a very important culture change concept.                                        
 It has been said, "Doing the same thing in the 
same old way and expecting different results is the 
definition of insanity." When a person spends only an 
hour or maybe two doing it correctly on Wednesday, 
and then defaults back to the same old comfortable 
way of doing it, whether it is "gang singing" at after-
glow, going through the motions when practicing at 
home, or churning through hymns in choir, guess 
which approach becomes strengthened as the default? 
"You will fight like you train."                             
 Professional singers practice several hours a 
day, every day. I do not advocate that for amateurs al-
though we certainly need more than once a week:  
We do what we do because we enjoy doing it. Doing it 
better increases the fun and enjoyment. Yes, there is 
work involved. In what worthwhile endeavor is there 
not?  

 There are times when our improvement is obvi-

ous and there are times when we backslide. We still 

have a way to go, but we can get there if we want to. If 

we concentrate on doing it correctly, each and every 

time we open our mouths, eventually (certainly not 

overnight) doing it correctly will become second na-

ture. We will be able to do it without having to think 

about it because it's just the way we do it, our new de-

fault. We'll be able to concentrate on telling the story in 

a believable way, with emotion and musicality.  
  That's when we cross over into "A" territory. It isn't 

about winning. It isn't about beating another group. It's 

about being the best we can be. Every time we sing. "If 

you always do what you always have done, you will be 

what you always have been."

A: Barbershop singing bit me 31 years ago when 

Dean & Terry Carlisle and I were on a show put on 

by the MILL HILL FATHER’S CLUB and Eddie 

Kammer was in charge. On the show were some 

great talented folks including a barbershop quartet 

called THE ROUNDERS--consisting of our own 

"Dutch" Schlueter---"Big Fat Stew” (Bob Steard,) 

Ed Murphy and "Lumpy" Baggot, (how bout those 

nicknames) all members of the Suburban Chapter. 

Dean and I were immediately hooked . We went to 

visit the chapter and shortly after we signed on for 

life!

Norm also mentioned doing polecat songs with Doc 

Johannes and Gerry Steiner in the ladies bathroom at 

the Mill Hill Father’s Club!

Work assignments 

will be distributed to the chorus on February 24.  Members 

will be expected to clear the tables after the performance.

He also has the “Pot ‘O Gold” sign.  Sound, lights and cur-

tain pullers have been assigned.  Bill Warren will get the 

risers to the community center.  Ad sales are behind.  Mem-

bers will be pushed for more ads.
